Well Garth is category B; training prison that toklbprox 620
soon to be 800 prisoners and Wymott is a categgryi<on hold-
ing approx 1050 prisoners.

Garth is going though a major re-development pnogna to in-
crease its facilities which include one new wingwrkitchen and
activities area. Wymott has just completed a singtagramme
of work.

Both prisons are training prisons, which meanssseace that
they prepare the prisoner in custody for releasddweloping
skills which will help them lead a better life inet community.
These skills vary from basic literacy to workingliskand skills to
deal with the types of offences they have commitBath prison
have an ethos of high delivery standards on thagang issues
and have high expectations of the prisoners whe pakt in them.

We have an environmental committee in each prieahlboks at
the impact our operations have on the environnika;, also im-
plement prison service policy on biodiversity amergy manage-
ment. These committees are responsible for satfingaste man-
agement units in each prison. At present we arnglieg approx
50% of our waste, this saves operating costs dpioish to land-
fill. To enhance this we looking at offering NatairvVocational
Qualifications on waste management for our prisener

Both establishments try to be good neighbours aisdoiur wish
to keep good communications with your Parish Cduki¢e have
done work for some local villages and are presesthtributing
to the multi use track planned around the estatehwik referred
to elsewhere in this issue.

It is with great pleasure and some pride to knaat e had a
90% response to our road safety questionnaire fhemesidentd
of Ulnes Walton Lane. This high response showsith of
feeling in the community on road safety matters.

100% of respondents indicated that speeding trafdis a prob-
lem whilst 50% were nervous about travelling altimg lane in &
car and 98% were nervous about walking the lane.

The statistics gathered as well as the commente togadesi-
dents (in strictest confidence of course) wers@d®n to rele-
vant departments at both Chorley and Lancashire€ltsu To
date we have heard encouraging noises as regagdd spgula-
tion and we are expecting an engineer from LCC ©mvhent
Directorate to survey the lane to see if thereniglang to be
done within the stringent budget requirements ¢t today.
Work is already planned to be carried out in thggae of Nor-
ris’s Farm in this financial year and hopefully wan include
further measures in next year’s budget.
