The second incident 
was where a builder charged an elderly 
man thousands of pounds for less than 
£100 worth of work. Please all ensure 
that you do not allow anyone access to 
your house unless you have checked 
them out thoroughly and please don’t 
ask anyone to do any work until they 
have provided a written estimate. 
 
We have been out in the area with the 
speed camera recently and 
unfortunately the majority of people 
caught speeding are local, older, 
professional people and not so called 
‘Boy racers’. We all have a part to play 
in reducing the speed of vehicles in the 
area and keeping our roads safe, please 
slow down or risk getting a £60.00 Fixed 
Penalty Notice and 3 points on your 
licence.

At 
least they are 50% wider than normal 
and reflect 50% more light accordingly.

One brighter note is something that you 
may have noticed, the siting of a mobile 
SPID unit near the Old School, courtesy 
of Chorley BC. You never know it may 
slow some people down. 
 
Please also try to report any accidents, 
however minor, in Ulnes Walton to 
anyone on the Road Safety Group or the 
Parish Council. The police only log 
“Injury Accidents“ so we do not get a full 
picture of how dangerous our roads 
really are. When we ask for funds or 
policing the number of all accidents is 
important and taken into account.

Bridleway Association  
Once again, the bridleways group has had another success-
ful few months. Despite the terrible weather during the 
“summer“ itself, we have managed to get out and about a bit 
more on the horses and ponies during the autumn, in fact 
there have been quite a few nice days for riding. This has 
been helped by our slightly improved off road riding, as the 

experimental “trial use” of paths around Paradise Park and other Moss Side areas 
has progressed well, by courtesy of South Ribble Borough Council. We have seen 
quite a few of our local riders using these new paths, and I am pleased to report 
that we have not really had any problems reported; horse, dogs and walkers all 
seem to get on very well together.  There is one short stretch of the route at the 
end of Rhoden Road, which we have stopped using whilst ownership and rights of 
way access are determined, but the rest of it looks promising. 
 
We do need to remind all horse users to be observant as far as members of the 
public are concerned, making sure to give way to other users at all times, and cer-
tainly always to keep speed strictly to walking and trotting. 
 
Members of the committee are regularly walking along the trial routes to remove 
any “horse poo”, this being the only evidence of horses passing – I’m afraid the 
days are gone when residents used to rush out with a shovel, as a horse went by, 
in the hope of collecting some horse muck for the roses! Anyway our trial period is 
just about closing and we are hopeful that SRBC Area Committee will continue to 
allow us to use most of the paths for the next 12 months. If all goes according to 
plan it will provide a very good local example of Integrated Access working!  
 
Unfortunately not everything has gone according to plan and the next stage of the 
trial has been placed on hold temporarily, whilst SRBC investigate the status and 
use of Nixon Lane Woods. Hopefully this will not take too long, before the Area 
Committee is able to allow the next stage to proceed. This really will make a safe 
link-up with the existing Lostock Valley Bridleway, Paradise Park, and eventually 
hopefully the Prison Tracks and other planned links in the area. These routes will 
be the areas the bridleways group wished to concentrate on in the New Year. 
 
Meanwhile on the fundraising front, we have held a successful series of dressage 
competitions at Paul’s Farm, during October and November, and we have a Winter 
Show Series planned for early in the new yea -, so all you horsy residents out 
there, please make a note of the dates at the end of this report, and do your best to 
support us with your presence. 
 
Our Annual Pleasure Ride, which is always very popular with both local and not so 
local riders, will be held on Sunday 19 March 2008 – again try to make it if you can. 
 
One not to be missed is our Christmas Party Show, on Sunday 16 December 2007, 
again at Paul’s Farm, starting at 9.30am. This really is a fun show, for children, 
adults, horse and dogs alike – everyone is encouraged to take part in a variety of 
classes including Family Horse, Horse and Hound jumping, and some very silly 
gymkhana games. There is plenty of mulled wine and mince pies for both competi-
tors and spectators, so again please feel free to come and participate in any way 
you wish! The more the merrier.

ADDITIONAL 
ACCOMODATION AT  
HMP WYMOTT 
 
The Ministry of Justice has applied for planning 
permission at HMP Wymott to provide additional 
accommodation in the form of a 64 bed 
residential unit. This development is part of a 
national programme to meet the increasing 
pressure for prison places. 
 
The proposed accommodation unit is two 
storeys high and located between the perimeter 
fence and the existing buildings near the 
roundabout on the road down to Wymott and 
Garth prisons. It will be mainly screened from 
view by the perimeter fence and existing mature 
planting. As recent additional planting develops it 
will be further obscured from view. The windows 
of the unit have ventilators rather than open 
lights which reduces noise from the unit. 
 
In addition to the new accommodation unit there 
is proposed a new single storey workshop 
building to provide purposeful activity and to 
assist in trying to prevent re-offending. This will 
be located to the centre of the establishment 
close to the existing regime building. Also 
proposed is a new single storey visitors centre 
located past the staff car parking near the works 
department. 
 
Access to construction sites will be through 
temporary dedicated entrances to minimise the 
impact to the security of the establishment. 
 
The modular from of construction of the 
residential unit and the visitor centre will focus 
delivery of the units (modules) to site over a very 
short period, thus reducing construction traffic 
during the remainder of the build. 
 
The Ministry of Justice are continuing to work 
with the Parish Council to develop the multi user 
path to link Leyland, Croston and Ulnes Walton, 
providing access across Prison Service land. 
 
Throughout this project the Ministry of Justice 
will be liaising closely with the Parish Council to 
minimise the impact to local residents.
