This year’s Parish Assembly will be 
held on Monday, 12 May 2008 at 
7.00pm.  This is an annual meeting of 
the residents of the village and is a 
chance for you to hear what activities 
the Parish Council has been working 
on during the last year.   
 
Our new style Annual Report, 
enclosed in the newsletter, gives you a 
summary of activities in 2007/08. 
 
This forum also gives YOU the 
residents the opportunity to raise 
issues and projects you would like 
your parish council to pursue in the 
forthcoming year. 
 
Our Community Beat Manager will 
also be joining us to update us on 
community policing activities in the 
parish. 
 
Everyone is welcome and this is your 
invitation to come along and join us.  
We look forward to seeing you on the 
night. 

The Parish Council set the budget 
for the forthcoming financial year at 
its meeting in January 2008.   
 
The annual precept for 2008/09 has 
been set at £5,306, with an average 
Band D property in the parish being 
£20.34. This does represent an 
increase on last year, due in the 
main to increased costs across the 
board examples of which include 
election costs, insurance and audit.

A quick read through the items in this 
Newsletter confirms just what a busy parish 
Ulnes Walton is. It’s good to read of so many 
residents involved in village activities and 
particularly to note the increasing emphasis on 
the promotion of Village well-being. 
 
This emphasis is particularly evident in the 
activities of the Parish plan group. There are 
some very positive ideas emerging from their 
discussions, see the article inside,  but I’d 
particularly commend to you their interest in 
Community transport and in particular the 
possibility of extending the Community Cars 
scheme to the Parish. 
 
With the inexorable rise in the average age of 
our population issues of mobility are going to 
come increasingly to the fore. It may be easy 
now but have you thought about how you would 
get to a hospital appointment, to the shops or 
anywhere else for that matter if you couldn’t 
drive? Maybe you could be part of the solution 
to this problem. 
 
Maybe too you might want to get involved in the 
increasing opportunities available to participate 
in shaping the development and delivery of  the  
National Health Service and Adult Social Care 
locally. The item on LINks in this issue is a 
signpost to the challenging new developments 
in this area.  
 
As many of you already know,  because of my 
own increasing involvement in LINks and work 
in support of the North West Ambulance Service 
NHS Trust, I have decided not to seek re- 
nomination as Chair to the Parish Council for a 
further year in office.  
 
However I remain convinced of the significant 
role the Parish Council has to play in striving to 
keep Ulnes Walton a sustainable living 
community, preserving its positive features but 
shaping the opportunities of inevitable change 
to the village’s advantage. 
 
Thank you for your support in the past and my 
very best wishes to my successor for the future.

As a result of pressure 

from the Parish Council, Lancashire 
Highways has recently made an effort 
to carry out some long overdue repairs 
including replacing damaged fences,  
missing signs and investigating 
flooding from blocked drains/ditches 
on Ulnes Walton Lane. They are also 
looking at dropping some kerb stones 
on Wymott Estate to make it safer for 
prams and wheelchairs to cross the 
road. 
 
Some time ago the Road Safety 
Group produced a leaflet to be given 
to non residents who had occasion to 
travel through Ulnes Walton. Whether 
this had an effect we do not know, but 
it would be nice to think so. However, 
as part of the Parish Plan review and 
the provision of information to the 
community it was decided to make this 
leaflet available to all households and 
you will find a copy in this newsletter. 
Please read it and although it seems 
blatantly obvious to most motorists, 
and other road users, it may just 
revive old memories and make our 
roads a little bit safer.  
 
Finally PLEASE don’t forget to report 
any accidents you see in the parish 
with as much or as little information as 
you can. If we want to influence LCC 
we must have evidence. Report all 
accidents to Cllr Brendon Pickthall on 
01772 600232 or any member of the 
Parish Council.  

There will be a focus on transport with possibly 
an introduction of the Community Car Scheme 
which works well in Eccleston and Mawdesley. 
If this takes off we shall be asking for volunteer 
drivers in the near future. Various other 
Community schemes are available and we shall 
be highlighting these soon. 
 
At the younger end we are looking for a 
dedicated resident, who may already be 
working with young people, to encourage and 
filter requests for activities and liaise with the 
authorities to make things happen. This does 
not necessarily mean organising the activities 
but just passing the request to the appropriate 
person at Lancashire or Chorley councils. This 
person would be known as a “Cultural 
Champion” and will receive all possible 
assistance from the relevant council 
department. So come on anyone who has 
complained about lack of facilities and activities 
and make a difference – it could even be a 
small group. 
 
For the very young, most activities are outside 
our remit but the newly refurbished Village Hall 
at the Old School on Ulnes Walton Lane is quite 
happy to host Mother & Toddler groups if 
someone would like to get a few mums or grans 
together. We may even be able to help 
financially. If anyone is interested in viewing the 
school, or checking on available days, the best 
person to contact is John McKie who is a 
Trustee. His number is 01704 821350. 
 
Please bear in mind that the Old School is used 
by various local community groups as well as 
some from outside the Parish so be prepared to 
be flexible, although the centrally heated rooms 
together with new toilets and kitchen make this 
a desirable venue. 
 
Finally the Plan aims to bring a wide variety of 
health related information and even dedicated 
sessions dealing with practical issues such as 
how to minimise your risk of stroke, coronary 
disease, diabetes etc. We are hoping to work 
closely with our local Primary Care Trust to 
focus on health improvement in our community 
so please let us know what your priorities are 
and support the health related activities we plan 
to run in the coming months. 
 
This is just the basic concept of our Parish Plan 
Review and much more detailed information will 
be produced at the end of the process.  
 
Please give these initiatives a chance and get 
involved if you can for Ulnes Walton is a Village 
and it should really come together and as one.

Action for 
Ulnes Walton 

 
 

Members of Action for Ulnes Walton have 
been busy bee’s this spring, together with the 
Old School Trustees, BTCV, Lancashire 
countryside officer Dominic Rigby, and a 
grant from the Breathing Spaces fund they 
have planted a fruit and nut hedge 
surrounding the field at the rear of the old 
school. This will create a diverse habitat for 
wild life, and forms a natural corridor for our 
furry and feathered friends to use.  
 
A planned willow weaving workshop will 
create a living willow bench so that the hedge 
and Ulnes Walton countryside can be 
admired from it, if you would like to take part 
in the workshop on Saturday 10th May please 
ring 01772 452782. 
 
As the numbers of large natural ponds are on 
the decrease the importance of the humble 
garden pond has become more obvious to 
wildlife experts. A national survey of ponds is 
underway and everything from the largest 
lake to the ornamental pond is of national 
importance. If you have a pond and can 
spare a few minutes to fill in a quick report 
form on the wildlife that use it or the plants 
that live in it then contact Pam Sloan on

Plans are afoot to recreate one of the Ulnes 
Walton parish crosses. During the Ulnes 
Walton bridge repair the base from one of 
these ancient monuments was discovered 
and marked, it will be impossible to re-erect it 
in its original position but with the agreement 
of the Old School Trustees it is planned to be 
placed at the front of the school. The 
information we have on the original crosses is 
sketchy and if anyone has definite information 
or photographs please contact Cllr Brendon 
Pickthall with the details. 
 
Now that spring has arrived anybody feeling 
like a breath of fresh air will be pleased to 
learn that a series of local walking leaflets are 
planned for the footpaths of Ulnes Walton. 
Volunteers are busy making notes on the 
proposed routes giving directions and 
interesting items on the way. 
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Wyre Housing provide a small bank of 
homes (Glover Court, Wymott) in the par-
ish for rent, providing affordable housing 
solutions for local people.  
 
When the properties were developed, a 
Local Lettings Policy was adopted.  This 
policy is based on three priorities:-  
 
(1) first priority to those applicants that 

are in need of housing and who have 
resided within the parish for at least 
six months.  

(2) secondly priority is given to those 
people in need of housing living in the 
immediate surrounding villages to the 
parish and;  

(3) thirdly priority is given to those appli-
cants who have a connection within 
the parish i.e. employment, family 
(last 2 years) or former residency (for 
2 years).

Forthcoming Parish 
Council Meetings 

 
Parish Council meetings are generally held 
the second Monday of each month 
commencing at 7.30 pm at the Old School, 
Ulnes Walton Lane.   Meetings are not held 
in the month of August.  Forthcoming dates 
include, Monday, 14 April, 12 May, 9 June 
and 14 July.  All residents are welcome to 
attend.  Please look out for agendas on the 
notice boards and the web site. 
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It has been a fairly quiet 
few months with no major 
incidents of note from the 

village, however there have been 
several burglaries in Croston where the 
offender has approached the houses of 
elderly females and stated that he was a 
Police Officer and informing them that a 
male had been arrested for theft of 
money and asked them to check if all 
their money was accounted for, at an 
opportune moment he has then stolen 
their money and left. If you are 
approached by anyone stating they are 
from a professional body, please ask to 
see their identification before you allow 
them access to your property and never 
leave them unaccompanied in your 
home. 
 
There appears to be a growing problem 
with cars for sale, left in the lay-by on 
Ulnes Walton Lane near the boundary 
with Leyland. It is an offence to advertise 
cars for sale on the highway and there 
have been further problems recently as 
some cars have been left with no 
insurance. If this is the case in the 
future, the cars will be removed by the 
police and the owner will pick up a fine 
of £200, 6 points on their licence and 
recovery costs.
