Ulnes Walton has teamed up with
Lancashire College to offer free basic
computer training to the over 55's. This
is for people who have never been
involved or interested in computers
and as the revolution rolls forward,
have been left behind. They may have
been frightened by the technology or
by the thought of teaching yourself
from scratch.

These are 8 week courses run one day
a week at the Old School and they
start by teaching you how to switch on
the computer — so no high pressure
learning!

They will teach you how to write letters
and other basic stuff and prepare you
for a follow on course on internet
access and e-mails so you can send
messages to your families or book
your holidays, read the newspapers
and so on.

The courses are for a maximum of 12
people and computers will be provided
so you don’'t have to buy one unless
you get hooked and can't live without
it!

The first course started in early
October and was taken up by Ulnes
Walton WI and is proving to be a great
success. There are men and women
taking part and as all are beginners,
the tutor helps all on an individual
basis so nobody is left behind.

All we ask is £1 contribution per week
to the Old School in order to maintain
the BT Broadband internet connection
which was funded for one year by a
grant secured to carry out the Parish
Plan Review from Community Futures,
but we need to collect for next year's
costs.

The next course will commence on
Friday 9th January 2009 at 10.00 am.

If there are more than 12 interested we
shall simply run more courses so no
excuses — learn to email — keep in
touch with your children or
grandchildren — pay your bills online —
surf the net.

Should there be sufficient interest,
other courses such as digital
photography will be added to the list.

It's up to you what you do with your
new skills, but unless you take the
courses you will never know!

We were delighted to hear that the
Light Engineering Vocational workshop at
Garth, which is now run by Lancaster and
Morecombe College, were delighted to help
the community and below is a photograph of
the finished cabinet being handed over by
Light Engineering Instructor, Derek Iddon to
Parish Councillors Derek Ormerod and
Brendon Pickthall.

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NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING IN
ULNES WALTON:
UPDATE NOV/DEC 2008

Since the last newsletter, we have been involved
in Ward Walks around all 20 Electoral Wards in
the Borough, covering the Eccleston and
Mawdesley Ward on 11 September and Lostock
Ward on 22 September.

We also organised an initial round of
Neighbourhood Working drop-in sessions — we
are looking to come out to Ulnes Walton in the
New Year.

One of our first tasks has been to draft a profile of
each Neighbourhood Area, and to consult
residents and organisations about local priorities.
It is extremely important that we capture the views
and concerns of each individual Village within the
Parishes, and hope that you will be able to help us
with this, by attending the drop in sessions, but
also by sending in your views by phone, email or
letter.

By the end of 2008, we will have set up 7
Neighbourhood Teams made up of people who
have the ability to make a difference within the
distinct areas that they will serve. Each
Neighbourhood Team will develop an action plan
based on local views. The action plans will be
signed off by the Executive Cabinet at Chorley
Council in February 2009 and will come into effect
from April.

We are also linking with Parish Councils to find
the most effective ways of working together —
sharing best practice and good ideas!

What we need most of all is positive action, from
all partner organisations involved in your area.

If you are interested in getting involved in
neighbourhood working in Ulnes Walton please let
us know.

Health News Flash

The Central Lancashire Primary Care
Trust (PCT) has a hew name —

NHS Central Lancashire

As a one off they have kindly provided
enough copies of their current
Community Engagement Newsletter for
us to distribute alongside our own.

It's worth a good read because it
provides an up to the minute account of
current local developments in Health
Care It also explains how you can get
involved with NHS Central Lancashire as
a volunteer and have your say on health
related matters.

It's your NHS — get
involved and help make
it even better!
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During the = course of the vyear, the
Parish Council receives numerous complaints
from residents, pedestrians, horse riders and
drivers about overhanging hedges and trees.
The main problems arising are being forced near
or into the road, being stung or scratched and
having to duck to avoid branches.

It is imperative that all road and footpath users
should be safe at all times - particularly the
elderly, disabled and parents with young children.
With this in mind, we are asking all residents in
the parish of Ulnes Walton who have land,
whether it is a garden, a field or industrial land,
owned or rented, adjoining the footpath or
highway to check their hedges are not
overhanging the public highway or footpath.

In the main, residents, land owners and
businesses do attend willingly to overhanging
trees and hedges, but there is a minority who do
not.

Under legislation introduced in 2005, local
authorites now have powers to deal with
complaints about high hedges. If circumstances
justify it, the local authority will issue a formal
notice to the hedge owner which will set out what
they must do to the hedge to remedy the problem
and when by. Failure to carry out the works
required by the authority is an offence, which, on
prosecution, could lead to a fine of up to £1000.

Your assistance in making Ulnes Walton a safe
and tidy place to live is appreciated.

We have had an increase in
opportunist crimes in the area with
the theft of two trailers and there is
also the continued threat of scrap
and fuel. Please continue to be
vigilant and report any incidents of
suspicious activity on the 0845
number shown below.

We seem to have a trend of pedal
cyclists inappropriately dressing
and not displaying lights. On
several occasions | have stopped
children and youths, who have
been riding their bikes on busy
main roads in the dark wearing
dark clothing and no lights,
unfortunately this is not unique to
the youth of the area. We are
doing what we can, but need your
co-operation to ensure that if you
are out on the roads during the
hours of darkness that you are
appropriately dressed and have
lights illuminated.

ECSO Cath Flett is a member of
our neighbourhood team and as
part of her role offers free home fire
safety checks, which includes the
fitting of smoke alarms free of
charge. If you know anyone who
does not have smoke alarms or
who may benefit from a visit from
Cath, please do not hesitate to
contact us on the numbers below.
