Ulnes Walton 
Women’s Institute 

 
The Women’s Institute 
organisation was formed in 
Great Britain in 1915 to 

revitalise rural communities and to 
encourage women to become involved in 
producing food during the First World 
War. Our aims have broadened and we 
are now the largest women’s organisation 
in the UK. 
 
The W.I. also plays a unique role in 
providing women with educational 
opportunities and to build new skills, to 
take part in activities for the benefit of 
local communities. 
 
There are 205,000 members and 6,5000 
institutes in  villages towns and cities 
around the UK.  We celebrated our 90th 
Anniversary in 2005.The W.I. is as 
relevant today as it was when it was 
launched and as radical. 
 
Denman College is the WI’s own 
residential adult education college and is 
named after the first NFWI Chairman, 
Lady Denman. The money needed to 
buy, develop and maintain the College 
has been raised by members of the 
Women’s Institute.  Each  County has a 
bedroom, these are lovingly cared for by 
the various county and Island 
Federations. 
 
The Lancashire bedroom has a picture of 
the Old School on the wall, this was 
drawn by a local artist and presented by 
Ulnes Walton WI in memory of Miss 
Fowler who was headmistress of the 
school and a lifelong member of the 
Women’s Institute. 
 
Ulnes Walton W.I. was formed in 1944. 
The first meetings took place in a local 
home and then moved to Ulnes Walton 
School where it still meets today.  We 
meet on the 3rd. Wednesday of each 
month and enjoy speakers, social events 
and always tea and cake, but above all 
friendship.  Would you like to join us?

Recently, Open Spaces Watch was 
launched, on the same principles as 
Neighbourhood Watch. It will involve 
people who utilise these open areas 
on a daily basis e.g. dog walkers, 
ramblers ,  j oggers ,  cyc l is ts , 
fishermen, bird watchers etc. to 
become the guardians and report 
any problems regarding anti social 
behaviour , fly tipping or crimes, as 
soon as it is safe to do so. Should

There has been a significant rise in 
the number of burglaries in the 
Chorley and rural areas as 
c o m p a r e d  t o  f i g u r e s  f o r 
the previous year. The main point of 
entry reported was via open or 
insecure doors or windows. This is a 
pertinent reminder for all to ensure 
that all windows and doors are 
locked when leaving the premises. 
The burglaries other than in 
dwellings have included garages 
and sheds.  
 
T h e  f o l l o w i n g  i s  r e l e v a n t 
crime prevention advice for sheds 
and garages.  
 
�� Fit a good lock and use it. 
 
�� F i t t i n g s  s h o u l d  b e 

bolted  through the  door and 
reinforced at the back with a 
steel plate. 

 
�� Secure windows with a grille 

and cover to prevent anyone 
seeing in. 

 
�� Fit a simple battery operated 

shed alarm or connect to the 
house system. 

 
�� Mark all your property with your 

post code. 
 
�� Secure items such as bicycles 

to the structure of the building. 
 
�� Install security lightning.

Chorley Council’s 
Neighbourhood  
Working Team 

The Neighbourhood Working officers 
cover many streams of work within our 
villages from collecting stray dogs to 
clearing fly tipping, issuing fixed penalty 
notices to people littering or fly tipping and 
much more. 
 
In April 2008 the law changed under 
Section 68 of the Clean Neighbourhoods 
and Environment Act 2005 and all 
statutory duties for stray dogs moved from 
the Police to the District Council, so we 
thought it might be useful to let you know: 
 
‘What do you do if …. You find a stray 
dog after normal office hours or at 
weekend?’ 
 
�� Check to see if the dog is wearing any 

ID, this could include a micro chip, so 
if possible make a trip to the vet, as 
they have scanners which will reveal 
a chip which will in turn give the 
owners details.  The vet is then able 
to make contact and hopefully the dog 
is reunited with its owner. 

 
�� If there are contact details on the 

collar or tag, give it a ring. 
 
�� If no is the answer, ask yourself ‘can 

you keep hold of the dog?  It may be 
that the owners are out looking for the 
dog.  If you are unable to keep hold of 
the dog, for any length of time, give 
the Council a ring on the Out of Hours 
number which is 01257 515142.  

 
�� Also have a look around your 

neighbourhood and make enquiries 
with people you meet, someone could 
be out on your neighbourhood looking 
for their dog, walk the dog alongside 
of you as someone may recognise it 
and know where it lives. 

 
�� On making contact with the 

Neighbourhood Officer who is on 
duty, they may ask if you can take the 
dog to the local kennels.  Don’t worry 
if you can’t as they will come and 
collect the dog from you, however, 
they may not be instant as some of 
the Chorley Council Officers do not 
live in Chorley. 

 
�� Contact local vets and the Police to 

see if anyone has reported the dog 
missing.  The Police no longer have 
kennelling facilities for dogs, but may 
offer some advice.

It has been another quiet time on the 
crime front for the area but a word of 
warning with regards to ‘Cold Callers’ 
and ‘Bogus Officials’.  
 
There has been a slight increase in 
reports from elderly residents 
regarding companies calling them and 
offering to fit aerials at astronomical 
prices, prior to the digital switchover. If 
you have any concerns regarding the 
‘Digital Switchover’ please contact 
Villages in Partnership on 01772 
603591 and they will give relevant 
advice and practical solutions.  
 
The other word of warning is regarding 
bogus officials, the latest ploy was from 
two Eastern European females who 
called at an address asking for 
directions and whilst they kept the 
occupant talking, two further offenders 
entered the house via the back door 
and stole property. Please be very 
wary of strangers calling at your door. 
 
We seem to have an issue with cyclists 
riding about the village with no lights. 
This is a problem with children and 
adults. Please ensure that your bikes 
are road worthy and have lights to the 
front and rear. Please be extra vigilant 
leading up to Christmas with security 
not only to your houses, but also your 
vehicles. Please do not leave presents 
on show and ensure your properties 
and vehicles are secure.  
 
There has been an increase in “knock 
a door run away” on the Wymott 
Estate.  This is causing a great deal of 
anguish and we ask that all local 
youths/children be spoken to by their 
parents and advised not to continue 
with this behaviour.  The residents who 
are being targeted by this are getting 
very distressed and the police will have 
no option but to take it further, should it 
continue.
