�� Getting involved in the selection of 
who provides goods and services 
used locally for the benefit of 
citizens 

�� Improving the accountability of local 
elected bodies including your 
Parish Council.

Dear Residents 
 
Following the recent disturbances at 
Wymott Social Club function evenings, I 
would like to assure all residents on behalf 
of the Wymott Social Club Committee that 
following meetings with the Community 
Policing Team and Chorley Council 
Licensing Department, the following robust 
measures have been introduced on a 
permanent basis to reduce the possibility 
of further upset: 
 
�� For future party evenings a guest list is 

to be provided by the parents of party 
hosts and all guests will be checked 
into the event (by committee 
members) and must provide 
acceptable ID ie. passport or drivers 
licence to confirm their identity/age.  
The guest lists will be provided to the 
Community Policing Team and 
C h o r l e y  C o u n c i l  L i c e n s i n g 
Department. 

 
�� Guests will then be provided with wrist 

bands which are to be worn at all 
times on the premises, to make it 
easier to identify underage drinkers.  
ID must also be presented at the bar if 
a further request is made. 

 
�� Once guests are admitted, no one is 

allowed to leave the premises from the 
front door and regain admittance, to 
prevent alcohol being consumed off 
the premises..  An outside secure 
screened area is to be provided for 
smokers. 

 
�� A strict dress code is to be introduced 

which includes no hooded garments. 
 
�� Last orders are to be called at 11.30 

pm. 
 
�� All staff members assisting at function 

evenings will not be permitted to 
consume alcohol and will wear high 
visibility polo shirts to make them more 
noticeable. 

 
�� A new CCTV security system to be 

purchased  and installed week 
commencing 14 June 2009. 

 
Pleased be assured Wymott Social Club is 
taking this matter very seriously and will be 
monitoring the position over the next 
month to ensure there is no repeat 
disturbances to our neighbours.

During the month of June, 
Neighbourhood Watch will be highlighting 
action against burglary.  The burglaries in 
our area which we would like to highlight 
to you include:  
 
Sneak-ins  – this is where homes are left 
insecure with either a window/door left 
open and the offender enters through 
without any resistance. The Constabulary 
are posting a crime prevention message 
on a cardboard trainer through any open 
window/door they come across, advising 
that they have been visited by the Police 
in this case, not a criminal.  
 
Forced windows, or doors .  It is 
important that whilst we are all going 
about our business that we all keep our 
eyes and ears open and if, we see 
anyone acting suspiciously and not 
normally the actions of a general visitor 
to a residence, that you do something 
about it by ringing the Police.  

Car Key Burglaries .  These crimes are where 
the target involved is not actually the house, 
but generally top of the range vehicles that are 
parked on either the road, or the drive in front 
of the house.  They have located a vehicle they 
just have to now find the keys.  Be mindful 
what you do with your keys – keep them out of 
sight and in the same place, so that in an 
emergency they are to hand.     
 
It is also important that the other type of 
burglaries where premises are targeted, which 
are specifically not dwellings, should also be 
highlighted.  These include farms, business 
premises, schools, garages, sheds, etc.
