Dear Residents, 
 
It was a pleasure to be elected the 
Chairman of Ulnes Walton Parish 
Council  for the next 12 months. 
 
It was very good to see the 
community coming together at the 
recent FunTertainment Day – the 
young people had a great time on the 
many activities that we hosted 
including the climbing wall, high 
ropes, archery, media bus, bee-
keeping, intergenerational activities 
such as angling, knitting, crocheting, 
arts and crafts and many other 
marvellous activities.  A big thank you 
to John Dalton, a village volunteer 
who took on the role of Chairman of 
the Working Party, the young people 
and the team of local volunteers, 
community groups and partner 
agencies who worked on this project 
to make it the huge success it was.    
 
The Parish Assembly was held in May 
and we were delighted to introduce 
two local Magistrates who provided us 
with an interesting and in-depth look 
into the role of the Magistrate.  LCC 
Young People Services were also 
present and gave the meeting an 
update on the work they have been 
doing with the young people on 
Wymott.

The Youth Engagement event was proposed 
a few months ago at a meeting arranged 
by Ulnes Walton Parish Council following a 
discussion on how the community, in 
partnership with Chorley Council's 
Community Development team, could move 
forward to realise the projects proposed in 
the Western Neighbourhood Action Plan.   
 
One popular suggestion was to hold a day 
f o r  y o u n g  p e o p l e  a  ' Y o u t h 
Engagement Day' (YED). The aim of the 
day was to encourage more young people to 
become involved in their local community 
and perhaps form a youth council in Ulnes 
Walton.  
 
The event was a great success which was 
a reflection on the hard work the Parish 
Council, local community groups and 
agencies put into the planning and 
organisation of the day.  Everyone pulled 
together to ensure that the young people 
living in and around the Ulnes Walton area 
were given a day to remember and the level 
of commitment shown by those involved in 
the planning and delivery was great to 
see.  Particular mention should be made of 
Amanda Partington,  Clerk to Ulnes Walton 
Parish Council,  who co-ordinated the 
planning of the event. (Just one very small 
aspect of that role required Amanda 
spending two hours with me one evening 
thrashing out the risk assessments.  That's 
not counting the hours she spent ensuring 
that they were updated and implemented). 
  
As  a  Com m un i t y  Deve l opm en t 
officer working on the projects in Chorley 
Council's Neighbourhood Action Plans, I 
spend a lot of time out in the 
c o m m u n i t y  s u p p o r t i n g  a n d 
encouraging resident engagement and 
involvement in projects and actions to 
improve or introduce services or activities to 
meet local need.  The Ulnes Walton 
event was a great example of how this can 
be realised when residents,  the Parish 
Council, groups and agencies come together 
to benefit the local community. It's been a 
pleasure to work with everyone concerned. 
  
Other projects my immediate colleague and, 
or, I will be supporting in the Ulnes Walton 
area include; working with The Woman's 
Institute and Elderberries to develop an 
event for older people, which we hope will 
become an annual event, and working with 
Action for Ulnes Walton to progress 
the Prayer Cross project. 
  
Just a reminder to everyone,  in particular the 
young people in Ulnes Walton  that Chorley 
Council's 'Get Up and Go' summer activity 
programme is now out and details can be 
found in the Chorley Smile Magazine or 
online at www.chorley.gov.uk.  One thing to 
remember,  the 'Get Up and Go' activities are 
provided throughout the year and not just the 
holiday period,  so keep an eye on the 
website.

It has been another quiet time on the 
crime front for the area, but with the 
warmer weather already here don’t 
leave yourself vulnerable to attack from 
opportunist criminals. Please ensure 
that your property is safe and secure, 
don’t leave windows and doors open 
and likewise for your car, remove all 
valuable property and ensure it’s 
locked. One of our local villages has 
had a  ‘Car theft burglary’ which 
basically means, as car security gets 
more complicated the only way a car 
can be stolen is by obtaining the keys. 
Thieves break into houses to get the 
keys to take the car, which normally has 
been targeted for an easy sale. This can 
be prevented by putting your car in a 
garage and never leave your keys in 
view of a door or window. If they can’t 
get the keys, they can’t get the car. 
Crime in our area is very low, but that 
doesn’t mean we don’t get criminals 
working in our area, if we do what we 
can to put them off, they will move on, 
empty handed.  
 
The Ridley Lane area is being targeted 
by youths in vehicles from all over the 
area. We are trying to put a stop to this 
but obviously we can’t be there all the 
time. If you see a vehicle parked up with 
groups of youths on board, please get 
as much information as you can about 
the car and let us know.

Children to help NHS Central 
Lancashire save money  
  
Health bosses are enlisting the help of 
schoolchildren to highlight the problem of 
medicines being wasted across central 
Lancashire including Ulnes Walton. 
  
Every year around £690,000 of medication is 
prescribed but not taken by patients in this 
area . The money is equivalent to 138 hip 
replacements, 98 heart bypass operations, 
985 cataracts operations or 125 knee 
replacements. 
  
NHS Central Lancashire is running a 
competition asking schoolchildren to create 
posters to go in GP practices and 
pharmacies. The winning entries – one 
primary school and one special school – will 
also each receive £100 towards school 
council funds. 
  
What’s the cost?  
 
To you  
Unused or wasted medicines can't be used 
again even if unopened. This is costing the 
NHS money that could be spent in other 
areas of healthcare to benefit you and your 
local community. 
 
To the environment  
Discarded medicines have an impact on the 
environment and have to be destroyed by 
incineration, adding to your carbon footprint. 
A recent report showed that: 
·       21 per cent patients dispose of waste 

medicines in the dustbin 
·       10 per cent flush them down the toilet. 
 
Some of these medicines find their way into 
ground water and drinking water, which 
could lead to health and environmental 
problems. 
 
How you can help  
Sometimes, patients or carers with repeat 
prescriptions continue to get more medicines 
than they really need and stockpile them at 
home. You can prevent this, if you: 
·    Let your GP or pharmacist know if you've 

stopped taking any of your medicines; 
·       Check what medicines you still have at 

home before re-ordering; 
·   Discuss your medicines with your 

pharmacist or GP on a regular basis; 
·    Think carefully before ticking all the boxes 

on your repeat prescription forms and 
only tick those you really need; 

·       If you don't need the medicine now - 
don't order it! If you need the medicine 
in the future you can still request it. 

 
If you need to go into hospital, please 

take all your prescription medicines with 
you. 

 
What to do with unused medicines  
Unused or out of date medicine should be 
returned to your pharmacy where they will 
make arrangements for their safe disposal.
